Learn About Condo Insurance 

Before the Annual Meeting on May 5, our Insurance 

Consultant Dave Brauer gave a talk about homeowner’s 

insurance. 

 

The important points were: 

¶ All homeowners should have a personal HO6 

insurance policy to cover the contents of their units. 

The association’s insurance covers just the common 

elements of the buildings. 

¶ If the association needs to reconstruct a unit, it is 

done to the original specifications. If you have 

upgraded your appliances or redone your bathroom, 

for example, work with your agent to be sure your 

policy covers these upgrades. 

¶ A list of what is considered original specifications is 

included in “What Every Homeowner Should Know 

about Condo Insurance,” which is available to all 

owners from our website.

No Dogs Allowed on the Beach 

Dogs are not permitted on Kure Beach beaches between 

April 1 and Nov. 1. Dogs are permitted on Carolina 

Beach beaches during this time, just not during peak 

usage hours. Please keep your dogs (and kids) from 

walking or running on the dunes at any time of the year.  

 

Shower Before Using Pools 

It’s the busiest time of the year for pool usage, and 

despite daily cleanings and chemical checks, the pool 

water can get overwhelmed, If that happens, we need to 

shut down the problem pool until the water clears, 

usually a full day. 

 

You can help us avoid pool closures just by showering 

off before you enter a pool. We have showers by every 

pool. Also, do not apply lotions and sunblock 

immediately before entering a pool. Sunblock is best 

applied 30 minutes before you go outside, to allow it to 

sink in. If you put it on right before you go into the pool, 

it (1) washes off, leaving you with no protection, and (2) 

pollutes the pool water. 

 

Please remind anyone you see by the pool about these 

rules. The pool is for everyone, and we should all 

respect it. 

 

 

 

Dune Issues 

Mother nature has been generous thus far this summer 

and Ocean Dunes currently has a relatively flat and wide 

beach, especially at low tide.   

 

We haven’t had any storms yet this season to 

compromise the dunes, but human activity is causing 

some minor wear and tear.  Adults have been observed 

traversing the dunes and one group of children was 

spotted sliding on them.  Several conscientious Ocean 

Dunes homeowners have politely reminded 

renters/beach goers of the importance (and legality!) of 

staying off these vital dunes and their sea oat plantings, 

and everyone is encouraged to be on the lookout to do 

the same.   Renters should be made aware of dune 

regulations in their information packets.

Making Changes to Your Unit? 

If you are planning any changes to your unit, you may 

need to file a Building Modification Request with the 

association. Painting and new carpeting don’t require a 

form, but any work that touches electrical, plumbing, or 

vents should be submitted for pre-approval. (There’s a 

list of what projects need approval on the form.) Don’t 

worry – approval is usually fast and easy. (But you can’t 

combine two units or subdivide a unit.). You can 

download and print out the form from Forms on our 

website at oceandunesresortnc.com. You can also fill out 

the form online at 

https://kuester1.formstack.com/forms/ocean_dunes_mod

ification_request, which you may find easier. 
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Snakes on the Plain 

There are six venomous snakes (out of the 37 snake 

varieties) found in North Carolina. All six are native to 

southeastern NC (and OD is in southeastern NC). It's 

good to know the venomous (sometimes called 

poisonous) snakes from the harmless ones. Most 

venomous snakes have a triangular or diamond-shaped 

head, while nonvenomous snakes have a tapered head. 

 

The majority of the snakes around here are harmless and 

are actually useful – they eat vermin and other snakes. 

(Although you may be alarmed if you see any snake – 

harmless or otherwise – hanging out on your deck.) If 

you are walking off paths or in wooded areas, it’s a good 

idea to wear shoes with socks and long pants, just in 

case you run across one of these: 

 

 
¶ Copperhead snakes, the most common 

venomous snakes in North Carolina, are 

brownish in color with an hourglass shaped 

pattern.  
¶ Cottonmouth snakes have dark bands on dark 

or olive skin, but are most well known for the 

white, cotton-like interior of their mouths.  

¶ The eastern diamondback rattlesnake has gray 

or yellowish skin with a dark diamond pattern 

outlined in black. They have large, broad heads 

with two light lines on the face.  

¶ Pigmy rattlesnakes have gray, pinkish or red 

skin with a dark, spotted pattern. They do 

rattle, but the rattle sounds more like a buzz.  

¶ The timber rattlesnake can vary in color, but 

has dark bands on lighter skin with a rattle at 

the end of its tail. Coastal varieties have what 

looks like a brown or orange "racing stripe" 

down the middle of the back.  

¶ Coral snakes are slender with red, yellow and 

black rings. The coral snake resembles the 

scarlet kingsnake (which is harmless), but 

there's an easy way to tell them apart. Just 

remember this: "Red on black, friend of Jack; 

red on yellow, kill a fellow." Also, scarlet 

kingsnakes have red snouts, and coral snakes 

have black snouts (their snouts are blunt, 

compared to most snakes).  

 

If you have been bitten by a snake, you should: 

¶ Sit down and stay calm. 

¶ Gently wash the area with warm, soapy water. 

¶ Remove any jewelry or tight clothing near the 

bite site. 

¶ Keep the bitten area still, if possible, and raise 

it to heart level. 

¶ Call the Carolinas Poison Center: 1-800-222-

1222. 

Note: If a snakebite victim is having chest pain, 

difficulty breathing, face swelling or has lost 

consciousness, call 911 immediately. 

 

If bitten by a snake, you should not: 
¶ Cut the bitten area to try to drain the venom. 

This can worsen the injury. 

¶ Ice the area. Icing causes additional tissue 

damage. 

¶ Make and apply a tourniquet or any tight 

bandage. It’s better for the venom to flow 

through the body than for it to stay in one area. 

¶ Suck or use a suction device to remove the 

venom. 

¶ Attempt to catch or kill the snake. 

 

Call the Carolinas Poison Center at 1-800-222-1222 for 

questions about a snake bite or for more information. 

Call the Ocean Dunes office if you see a suspicious 

snake on the grounds. 

 

No Personal Fireworks Allowed 

Despite what you may see sold in stores or at roadside 

stands, the only fireworks that are legal around here are 

snakes and sparklers. That means you can’t set off any 

type of fireworks on OD property, including on the 

beach (which is part of the Town of Kure Beach). We 

had an incident a few years ago where sparks from 

illegal fireworks landed on the roof of one of our 

buildings. So obviously fireworks pose a hazard to 

buildings and trees, not to mention to those igniting 

them. If you see anyone setting off fireworks, call the 

Kure Beach Police at 910-458-7586. 

 

You can view legal fireworks displays in Carolina 

Beach (on the 3rd and 5th) and Southport around the 4thof 

July from our beach. There are fireworks in downtown 

Wilmington (by the river) on the Fourth. Carolina Beach 

has fireworks every Thursday on the boardwalk all 

summer long.
